American Sidesaddle Association
Tack Consignment
Purpose:   To define the role of the American Sidesaddle Association (ASA) in the consignment of sidesaddles and other related tack.
Policy:  The ASA will assist members via a consignment procedure for the sale of used equine saddles and tack, primarily sidesaddles.  These transactions must take place in compliance with the rules of the ASA’s 501C3 status, the bylaws of the ASA, professionalism, and common courtesy. This is a non-profit sale process, with any proceeds going toward awards, insurance, and club support.
Definitions:  Consignment is defined as entrusting property to another for the purpose of assistance with sale and custody.  Tack is defined as equipment accessories, particularly saddles, for use on domesticated equines.  Trial consignment is defined as a brief period of time when tack is not under the control of the owner or the ASA, but is under a prospective buyer’s care and covered by the prospective buyer’s insurance. The Consignor/seller is the owner of the saddle or tack(seller.) Consignee is ASA. The Buyer is the purchaser. 
Roles:  The ASA officers are fully engaged in the oversight of the process.  

The Lead Consignee is the ASA Officer (usually the President) who works with the consignor to establish the appropriate paperwork, saddle sizing and tracing if needed (to ensure fit), and to ensure that the consignor and buyer understand and agree to policy and procedures.  

An Associate Treasurer of ASA works with the Lead Consignor to maintain all receipts, payments, and records of transactions.  

The Membership Coordinator of ASA stores all saddles and tack in as safe a manner as possible and works with the Associate Treasurer and the Lead Consignor to package and mail saddle and tack.
Procedures:  
Consignor/seller 
If the Consignor/seller is a member of the ASA, the fee for consignment is 13%.  If the Consignor/seller is not a member of ASA, they must pay an additional $10 consigning fee.

The Consignor/seller must fully complete the Saddle Consignment Form, clearly describing the item (s) and setting a reasonable price. Photographs are mandatory and are posted along with the item description on the ASA web site, under “Tack Room”.  The Lead Consignee works with the Consigner/seller to establish pricing and descriptions, as necessary. This must be done before the item(s) are accepted for consignment by the ASA. 

Additionally, the Consignor/seller must pay the shipping charges that are entailed with sending a saddle to the ASA storage/sale area and for sending tack back to the owner if the owner wishes to stop the consignment. 

Inspection
The Lead Consignee visually inspects the tack, noting any flaws and or damage. This information is updated on the consignment form. The Consignor/seller is notified immediately of any changes to the form. 
Shipping
The full price of the saddle or tack must be paid by the Buyer before the saddle is shipped to the Buyer.  

All Shipping to the Buyer is at the cost of the Buyer or potential buyer.  Potential Buyers who wish to trial a saddle or tack item are responsible for all shipping costs.  The Consignor/seller must pay the shipping charges that are entailed with sending a saddle to the ASA storage/sale area and the return of saddle or tack if the Consignor/seller wishes to stop the consignment.

All shipping from the Consignor/seller, ASA, or prospective buyer, must be comparable to the saddle’s value and must be insured at that value.
Purchasing
Prospective buyers must work with the Lead Consignee to determine the most likely fit for a specific equine.  In the case of saddles, the potential buyer must follow the directions given by the Lead Consignee for paper tracing or other standard fitting guidelines in order to determine the most likely equine and human fit for a saddle prior to proceeding with a sale.
Returns
Prospective buyers can have no more than three (3) trials of different saddles, after which, all sales are final.  If a saddle is on trial with a prospective buyer, the buyer has fifteen (15) days to trial the saddle.  If the return is not instigated before or at the fifteenth day, the sale is deemed to be final.
